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it was Charles Dickens who wrote “If was the best of times, it
was the worst of times," but that line could be ours as we look back
on the year just ended.

Let’s start with the good stuff. After an eighteen-month pandemic
hiatus, we resumed exhibiting at trade shows and were delighted to
see so many of our established customers, ready fo pick up where
they left off. It was great fo see old friends and, of course, to meet
new ones. In fact, we opened more new accounts in 2022 than in
any previous year. Business has been so good that we've added an
additional warehouse, sublet new office space from our next-door
neighbor, and hired three excellent new people to keep all those
orders flowing out the door.

But this growth in our business would have been even bigger,
more gratifying, and less stressful if we'd been able fo get the
supplies we needed fo keep up with the demand. Alas, we were
not immune fo the supply-chain issues that have bedeviled
everyone this year. Our challenge was to find the paper, laminafe,
envelopes and packaging needed fo make our products — and
fo get those things at a reasonable price. Turnaround time for
FoldingGuide™ production went from four weeks fo twelve, and
our costs shot up 35% overnight. Notecard and greeting card
printing went from three weeks fo “when we can find paper.”
Envelope deliveries that used fo take two days strefched fo sixteen
weeks! For a small company that prides itself on customer service
and always being in stock with alf (well, almost all) of our 900+
items, the shortages and wait times were agonizing.

We’re hopeful that the worst is now behind us. We are shipping
most orders complete, and as fast as they come in. And despite
the rising cost of everything, we stuck with the price list we
announced back in January, the same prices we've had for four
years. Those will have fo change come January 1, 2023, but we've
tried our very best fo keep the increases fo a minimum. We're
excited about our new offerings, grateful to be working with our
expanded list of accounts, and optimistic that 2023 will be our best
year ever! As always, we're glad to share these beautiful products
with you, our valued friends and customers.
